The problem of fires in everyday life is acute in the everyday world.
We can name many factors of their occurrence: this is the improper
operation of electrical appliances, childish pranks with fire, non-
compliance with elementary fire safety rules when smoking, etc. And
also one of the causes of fires in everyday life is the use of stove




heating for heating homes. In the Svisloch district, up to 80% of
children, as statistics show, are in a socially dangerous situation, for
which individual preventive work is carried out, who are recognized
as needing state protection, live in rural areas where stove heating
predominates. It is this category of children that is especially at risk
in the event of fires in everyday life. At the lessons on the basics of
life safety, conducting thematic events together with the employees
of the district emergency department, the campaign “Summer
without smoke and fire” - children are mainly taught the emergency
rules theoretically. When conducting skills development in
conditions close to a real situation, where it is necessary to
demonstrate their skills in practice, a problem has been identified that
children lack practical skills in emergency situations. There is a need
to create a center, including a mobile one for teaching children
practical skills in case of emergency in Svisloch district.
